Head Coach Tom Carroll begins his 8th year at the helm of the Pilgrims.  In 7 years, he has led the Pilgrims to an impressive
124-58-11 record.  He continues to add to his reputation as the career all-time NEC leader in wins and his winning percentage
ranks near the top in all NCAA categories.  Carroll was a finalist for the NCAA Coach of the Year in 2005.  His 2002-2003
Pilgrims (20-6-0) recorded the best single-season winning percentage (76.9%) in the history of the program.  The 2004-2005
Pilgrims experienced their first trip ever to the NCAA Final Four.  He has guided the development of All-Americas, All ECAC
players and record numbers of ECAC East All-Academic Team members. Prior to NEC, Carroll coached the Des Moines
Buccaneers of the USHL where he established team victory records and placed numerous players into NCAA programs. Prior
to Des Moines, Carroll spent several seasons at the Division I level as the top assistant coach at the University of Notre Dame.
As a player, Carroll was a member of two NCAA Division I National Championship teams and one NCAA runner-up finish at
the University of Wisconsin-Madison. He is a veteran of numerous hockey camps and works closely with USA Hockey in their
Player Development and coaching programs.

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MENS AND WOMENS NEC HOCKEY HISTORY

The history of New England College hockey is traceable to the early 1960s when a handful of students traveled

from Henniker to Concord to play informal pick-up games at Everett Arena.  Ultimately, a club team evolved

and by 1967 there was sustained enthusiasm and serious talk of one day having a varsity program.  Later, acting on

their thoughts and aspirations, the club-team players approached then-Athletic Director, Leon Clement, to determine

what had to be done to gain varsity status.  Lee, as he was popularly known, sought front-office support and was told

that if the players, for the entire 1968-1969 season, could maintain a game schedule and their cohesiveness, then the

next season would be the first varsity season.  The players then decided they needed some coaching help and then-

Concord, NH resident Leo Callahan stepped in.  The rest, as they say, is history.  Callahan, who was a three year

varsity wing and starter on the 1955 Massachusetts State Championship team at Winchester High School, became

the first varsity coach.  The very first varsity game was played at Everett Arena against St. Francis College of

Biddeford, Maine.  NEC won, 6-3, and the first goal was scored by senior defenseman, Jay Jones of Duxbury,

Massachusetts.

Without the influence and guidance of Lee Clement, though, it is unlikely that the first chapter of NEC's

varsity hockey history would have been written.  Managing a skimpy athletic budget, he found ways to make that

first season possible, one of which was borrowing jerseys from the soccer team.  The skaters went on to show they

were winners, finishing with a 10-3-1 record.

For those first two varsity seasons, the team played an independent schedule, not affiliated with any confer-

ence.  In the spring of 1970, NEC was accepted into the Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC), declaring it

would play hockey in Division II.  Many of the teams NEC competed against in those early years remain on today's

schedule.  Among them are Norwich, Middlebury, Salem State and St. Anselm.  Prior to the start of the 1983-84 sea-

son, there was an ECAC realignment and NEC shifted to Division III.  Since then, NEC twice has won ECAC East

Division titles and has participated in three NCAAtournaments, reaching the Final Four in 2005.  The men's pro-

gram also has produced four All Americas, including one two-time recipient.

For the 22 consecutive seasons that occurred through the spring of 1991, players practiced and played games

at Everett Arena, which meant hauling their equipment on daily 40-mile round trips in their own cars and later the

college vans.  It wasn't easy.

As the program grew, it was apparent that NEC needed its own on-campus rink.  An outdoor rink was put in

place but its use and success were limited by weather and location.  In 1990, a concerted effort was made to raise

funds for an indoor facility, and soon afterward a rink with limited temporary seating was constructed.  In the spring

of 1991, it was dedicated and named for Lee Clement (d. 1988).

In July, 1991, the Friends of NEC Hockey was formed as a support group for both the new arena and the

hockey program.  Since its inception, the group has raised and distributed $95,000.  The first major undertaking was

to borrow $40,000 from a local bank to construct permanent bleachers and four locker rooms beneath.  To pay back

the loan in a timely manner, the Friends conducted youth hockey tournaments and other fund-raising events.  Over

the 17 years since the formation of the Friends, there have been   numerous successful campaigns to raise money for

other general rink improvements totaling more than $47,000.  Most recently, a new sound system was installed

midway though the 2005 season.  Additionally, the Friends have made other substantial donations, including more

than $8,000 to the Athletic Department and NEC Athletic Hall of Fame.

New England College's hockey history opened another major chapter when the women's hockey program

began in 1999. After two years competing at the club level, the team was granted varsity status as a Division III

Independent.  Michele Selzer served as Head Coach for the first three seasons. In 2002, the team took another major

step, becoming a member of ECAC East in Division III. Since then, the NEC women have been consistently been

near the top of the rankings.

NEC Hockey has a proud history of perseverance, growth, alumni support, great coaching, and team spirit.

NCAA Tournament 1983-1984
In 1983-1984 the NEC-Babson NCAA Division III series was two game series.  Babson won the first 4-3.  The second game wa officially
recorded as a tie although NEC was up 2-1 at the end of the game. The teams were tied 5-5 through the two games.  They went to OT and
Babson scored at 8:15 into the OT to move on and they eventually won the Championship.
NCAA Tournament 2000-2001
In 2000-2001 NEC traveled to Wisconsin to play Wisconsin-River Falls.  The series was two game series for points.  River Falls won both
games by the score of 8-1 and 2-1. This marked their second trip to the Nationals.
NCAA Tournament 2004-2005
In 2004-2005 NEC traveled to #2 in the country Manhattanville in the Quarter-Finals and won 4-2.  The Pilgrims then went to the Frozen
Four where they faced host Middlebury in the Semi-Finals.  Middlebury prevailed by the score of 5-2.  This marked the third trip to the
Nationals and the first to the Final Four

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The rink was named for Leon E. Clement, a
member of NEC’s first graduating class in

1949.  Clement went on to work 34 years at NEC
in    various capacities including as Registrar,
Alumni Director, Athletic Director, and as coach
of Baseball, Basketball and Soccer.  While he was
Athletic Director, he started the hockey program
and remained its biggest fan until his death
November 26, 1988.

The rink was dedicated May 11, 1991; the first
varsity home game was played November 14,
1991 against the University of Southern Maine,
won by NEC, 5-4, in overtime.

The money to construct the rink was raised by the
Office of Institutional Advancement.  The Vice

NEC ATHLETIC HALL OF FAME

In October of 1992, the New England College Athletic Hall of Fame was inaugurated during ceremonies in Gilmore Dining Hall.

The Hall of Fame was the brainchild of George R. Hamilton, who joined NEC’s faculty in 1964 and created the physical educa-
tion curriculum.  In the years that followed, Hamilton became a professor of physical education, served 21 years as director of
physical education, served 12 years as athletic director, and coached, at various times, basketball, baseball, cross country, golf,
soccer and tennis.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

Purpose is to recognize those outstanding individuals of teams that have contributed to the ongoing success of the New England
College Athletic Program.
Those eligible are alumni/ae, coaches, administrators, friends and contributors.
Alumni/ae must be graduates and out of school for at least five years.
Alumni/ae must have participated for a minimum of two years in one varsity sport.
Normally, a maximum of five candidates to be inducted per year.
Nominations may be made by anyone connected with New England College.  (Please submit names and rationale for nomina-
tion to the Hall of Fame Committee Chair.)

To date, eleven ice hockey players and one coach have been inducted:

Edmund Galiani ’82, inducted 1992 - Ed played four years of varsity hockey and served as captain during his senior year.  He
was named team MVPin 1981 and 1982 and was an ECAC Rookie and Player of the Week.  He still holds the record for the
most points scored with 100 goals and 78 assists.  He was named to the ECAC All Star Team, to the East/West National team,
and to the Titan All-America team.  Ed received the George Parmenter Award as the Outstanding New England College Athlete
in 1982.  He lives in Lindenhurst NY.

James Peabody ’72, inducted 1994 - Jim grew up in Lynnfield, MA and he captained NEC’s first three varsity hockey teams.
He was, as a freshman, part of the 1968-69 club hockey team and he was among a handful of students who stimulated on-cam-
pus interest in ice hockey.  During his three-year varsity career he played in 57 games and scored 27 goals, assisted on 53 for a
total of 80 points.  Jim’s work with Lee Clement and his leadership in keeping that first team together is an intricate part of the
first chapter of NEC’s hockey history.  Jim also played football and lacrosse.  He lives in Marblehead, MA.

Joel T. Irving ’86 , inducted 1997 - Joel played four years of varsity hockey and was captain in 1986-87, his senior season.  He
was the team’s leading scorer in the season of 1983-84 and led the team to an NCAAplayoff berth. He is a member of the 100
Point Club and currently ranks in 12th place.  During his four-year varsity career he played in 93 games and scored 53 goals,
assisted on 64 others for a total of 117 points. He also competed for four years in soccer and was soccer captain during his jun-
ior and senior years.  As a senior soccer goalkeeper, he was named the team’s MVPand also was the recipient of NEC’s George
Parmenter Outstanding Athlete Award.  Joel also played two years of lacrosse.  He grew up in Falmouth, MAand still resides
there.

John E. Lineberry ’73, inducted 1999 - John grew up in Hingham MAand he captained NEC’s team his senior year.  He was,
as a freshman, part of the inaugural 1969-70 Pilgrim varsity hockey team. During his four-year varsity career he played in 76
games and scored 61 goals, assisted on 86 for a total of 147 points.  John still ranks 3rd in the 100 point club.  He was named
the team’s MVPfor the 1969-70 season and scored the team’s first short-handed goal on 12/3/69.  John served under three head
coaches as an assistant coach.  John was a founding member of the Friends of New England College Hockey and currently serves
as Vice-President. He lives in Henniker, NH.

Leo J. Callahan ’95 (Honorary Alumnus), inducted 1999 - Leo grew up in Winchester MA.  He came to NEC to become the
first Head Hockey Coach for the varsity team in the fall of 1969.  In 1970-71 he guided the team to a 16-5-0 record.  Overall,
his coaching record was 30-11-1.  He holds a winning percentage of 71.4%, still tops amongst all coaches in NEC hockey his-
tory.  Leo served as Publicity Director of the College Capital Campaign in 1970.  He was named Director of News and Sports
Information in 1971.  He served as Director of Athletics 1973-74.  Leo was a founding member of the Friends of New England
College Hockey, served as Secretary and as President from 1991-1998.  He lives in Dover, NH.

Duncan Matthews ’74, inducted 2000 - Duncan played four years of varsity hockey and served as assistant captain in 1972-
73 and was captain in 1973-74. He was the team’s leading scorer in 1973-74.  He is a member of the 100 Point Club and cur-
rently ranks in 7th place.  He played in 85 games and scored 46 goals, assisted on 88 for a total of 134 points.  He averaged
1.6 points per game and still has the second most assists all-time.  He was the team’s CO-MVPin 1973-74 and received the
Seventh Player Award in 1972-73.  Duncan also played four years of baseball.  He grew up in Concord, NH and still resides
there.

Brian C. Stone '88, inducted 2001 - Brian played four years of varsity hockey and served as a Tri-captain in 1986-1987 and
as Co-captain during the 1987-1988 seasons. He was the team's leading scorer three straight years.  He is a member of the 100
Point Club and is still ranked in second place.  He played in 92 games and scored 59 goals, assisted on 114 for a total of 173
points.  He averaged 1.9 points per game and is the only player to record more than 100 assists.  He was voted the team's MVP
in 1987-1988 season.  He was voted as Honorable Mention All-America in 1988 and to the Titan All-America team. He grew
up in Manchester, NH and still resides there.
Jon N. Ellis '90, inducted 2001 - Jon played four years of varsity hockey.  He received the Leo Callahan Coaches Award in
1990.  He played in 94 games and scored 38 goals, assisted on 35 others for a total of 73 points.  Jon received the George
Parmenter Award as the Outstanding New England College Athlete in 1990.   Jon also played four years of varsity soccer as
well as four years of varsity golf.  He grew up in Rochester, NH and still resides there.
Jeff Beaney '82, inducted 2002 - Jeff played two years of varsity hockey.  He received the Leo Callahan Coaches Award in
1982.  He played in 50 games and scored 45 goals, assisted on 84 others for a total of 129 points.  He owns the highest points-
per-game average in the history at 2.6 and holds the record for the most assists in a season with 50.  He also owns the record
for most consecutive games with a goal at 20 and the most consecutive games with a point at 23.  He grew up in Lake Placid,
NY and resides in Scarborough, ME.
Jim Hayes'75, inducted 2003 - Jim played four years of varsity hockey and served as Assistant Captain in 1974-75.  He was
the team's leading scorer in 1972-73 and again in 1974-75.  He is a member of the 100 Point Club and currently ranks in 6th
place.  He played in 84 games and scored 59 goals, assisted on 76 for a total of 135 points.   He averaged 1.6 points per game
and was the team's MVP in 1974-75.  Jim currently serves as Treasurer for the Friends of NEC Hockey. Since 1998-1999 Jim
has been the Assistant Coach for the Pilgrims hockey team and this year is entering his eighth season.  He grew up in Concord,
NH and now resides in Hopkinton, NH.
Paul George'93, inducted in 2004 - Paul played four years of varsity hockey.  While tending goal for the Pilgrims, George
served as Tri-captain in 1991-92 and again in 1992-93.  He holds the career record for saves with 2481.  He was voted the
team's MVP in 1987-1988 season.  Paul received the George Parmenter Award as the Outstanding New England College
Athlete in 1993.
